WHAT IS AN OFF-
HIGHWAY VEHICLE?

Off-highway vehicles include:
e All-terrain vehicles (ATV)
e Off-highway motorcycles (OHM)
e Recreational off-highway vehicle

This also includes four-wheeled

neighborhood electric cars with

a maximum speed of 20-25 miles
per hour.

VEHICLE REQUIREMENTS

e Registration and insurance is required

Paved streets within city limits.
This excludes designated state or
U.S. highways

May cross streets or highways
provided that vehicle comes to a
complete stop. Must yield right-of-
way to any oncoming traffic
Electric carts may operate on
streets with speed limits 35 miles
per hour or less

Electric carts may cross streets or
highways with speed limits higher
than 35 miles per hour
